Summary of the July 22, 2002 SCAN NATOA meeting with Adelphia at the Anaheim Convention Center.  Speaking on behalf of Adelphia were Interim CEO Erland E. (Erkie) Kailbourne and Vice President Legal Affairs Randall D. Fisher.

Please note that this summary is my record of the meeting.  It is possible that my notes may not be accurate.  Any inaccuracy is unintentional.

The meeting was attended by 60-70 representatives of Southern California franchising authorities (including advisors) and approximately 10-15 Adelphia representatives.  In addition to Messrs. Kailbourne and Fisher were Adelphia's Regional Vice President, Government Affairs personnel and both Area and General Managers.

Will Adelphia support the formation of a local government committee before the Bankruptcy Court?

Adelphia is reviewing the request, and will let us know by the end of the week.  They will either support the action before the Court, or be neutral on the issue.

What is the status of system construction halted prior to Adelphia's filing for Chapter 11?

System construction has already resumed in some areas.  During the next 10-15 days, Adelphia will be assessing the schedule for resuming construction throughout Southern California.

What is the status of correcting code and safety violations resulting from Adelphia's sudden stopping of system construction?

Correcting code violations and safety issues are of paramount importance to Adelphia.  Communities need to inform Adelphia of any concerns so that these issues may be addressed.  In areas where construction will resume shortly, the violations will be corrected during the normal course of business.  In areas where construction will be delayed, violations will be corrected as needed (and not wait for the resumption of construction).

Many franchise agreements require local approval of changes in ownership and control.  Will local approvals be sought for:

· The 25% held by AT&T in the Century-TCI Partnership systems (75% owned by Adelphia)?

Yes.  If the FCC Form 394 is required but not yet received, please inform Adelphia so that the proper documents (Form 394) may be provided.

· The change in control resulting from the Rigas family relinquishing its 60% voting control?

Adelphia is willing to submit a Form 394 out of respect to the local authority if this is what is needed to get the relationship back where it needs to be.  (Editorial comment:  It is possible that this change has not yet taken place, since Adelphia has indicated that the Rigas family has submitted a letter of intent to place the shares in a voting trust).

· The reorganized entity if Adelphia exits bankruptcy?

Adelphia will have to consult its bankruptcy counsel before it is able to answer this question accurately.
What is the status of the bonds and letters of insurance provided by Hanover?

The hearing scheduled for July 23 has been rescheduled for July 31.  This will allow additional time for Adelphia and Hanover to reach an agreement.  Adelphia believes that the postponement should be viewed as a good sign.

Does the bankruptcy court have the authority to modify the terms of any franchise agreement?
For this to happen, the Trustee would have to take over the system, which would probably be under Chapter 7 (dissolution) rather than Chapter 11 (reorganization).  Chapter 7 is considered unlikely.

Does Adelphia have the authority to complete ongoing franchise renewals?
Yes.  This is considered a part of the ordinary course of business.

When will Adelphia be presenting its strategic assessment to the Bankruptcy Court?

The plan will be submitted to the Trustee on December 1, 2002.
