· Our Seventh Annual SCAN NATOA Inc., Spring Conference – "2003: "Do You Believe in Magic", was held on June 5 in Universal City. Attendees from ten different states took part in a full day of activities that included nationally noted speakers.  Corporate sponsorships enabled the Chapter to keep the registration prices low and the benefits high. Registration fees have been held constant for this event for several years. The conference had four dynamic tracks: Elected and Appointed Officials; Telecommunications and Regulatory; Government Access; and Government Access Technology and Facilities.

· The Spring Conference also included the Seventh Annual STAR Awards Video Programming competition and gala luncheon.  There were 156 entries for the STAR Awards.

· At the March event in Foster City and Cerritos, CA, SCAN NATOA Inc.,  conducted its first web-conference meeting as a means of reaching out to members across the 274,274 square miles of California and Nevada.  Although experimental, the experience and challenges encourages the Chapter to offer this service in the future.

· SCAN NATOA Inc., has led a national coalition with NATOA’s support in the Adelphia Bankruptcy as it affects local government. SCAN NATOA Inc.,  is continuing to represent its membership on this issue and with NATOA’s assistance we are proposing a change in the Federal Bankruptcy law that will benefit local government.

· SCAN NATOA Inc., Chapter incorporated as a 501(c)(6) corporation.  New Bylaws were brought to a vote of the membership for consideration and were successfully passed.

· SCAN NATOA Inc., in conjunction with the California Cable & Telecommunications Association (CCTA) offered SCAN NATOA Inc., members the opportunity to attend the CCTA Western Show at a discounted price.

· Increased electronic distribution of information to our members through our web site, list serve and supplemental e-mail lists.  Our list serve now serves more than 140 municipal representatives.

· On-line credit card payment for SCAN NATOA Inc., events were accepted.

· SCAN NATOA Inc., made a financial contribution toward the comments filed on behalf of our members in the “cable modem lawsuit” and filed comments in the California Attorney General Opinion request regarding application of California Government Code section 53066.3 to OVS.  

· Dues were kept at the same low rate since 2000-2001 and we continue to deliver the services and educational opportunities we offered in prior years.

· The Great City Hall Tune-In continues to be developed, and is scheduled to be offered again in October 2003.  This weeklong program is designed to promote and publicize the availability of public meeting coverage on government access channels across the country.

· COMET (Community Media Television) Network was launched in May 2001.  Comet is designed to be a centralized resource center for government access programmers.  Comet initially had 23 participating channels, representing a potential viewing audience of over five million households.  The COMET list serve, currently serving 153 participants, was expanded nationwide in 2003 to allow NATOA members to share video programming and production related information.

It has been another great year for SCAN NATOA, Inc.  The Chapter will continue to support issues that best address the needs of the communities we represent.  We will continue to recognize the importance of information, preparation and cooperation as we approach our next year with a determination to continue to expand our activities and improve our service to our members.
